  Genesis 2:22-24
  

Then the LORD God made a woman from the rib he had taken out of the man, and he brought
her to the man. The man said, “This is now bone of my bones and flesh of my flesh; she shall
be called ‘woman,’ for she was taken out of man.” That is why a man leaves his father and
mother and is united to his wife, and they become one flesh.

  

  

Deuteronomy 24:5 

  

If a man has recently married, he must not be sent to war or have any other duty laid on him.
For one year he is to be free to stay at home and bring happiness to the wife he has married.

 her arms are strong for her tasks. 
 She sees that her trading is profitable, 
 and her lamp does not go out at night. 
 In her hand she holds the distaff 
 and grasps the spindle with her fingers.

 for all of them are clothed in scarlet. 
 She makes coverings for her bed;

Her husband is respected at the city gate, 
 where he takes his seat among the elders of the land.

 She is clothed with strength and dignity; 
 she can laugh at the days to come. 
 She speaks with wisdom, 
 and faithful instruction is on her tongue. 
 She watches over the affairs of her household 
 and does not eat the bread of idleness. 
 Her children arise and call her blessed; 
 her husband also, and he praises her: 
 “Many women do noble things, 
 but you surpass them all.” 
 Charm is deceptive, and beauty is fleeting; 
 but a woman who fears the LORD is to be praised. 
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 Honor her for all that her hands have done, 
 and let her works bring her praise at the city gate.

Submit to one another out of reverence for Christ.

  

Wives, submit yourselves to your own husbands as you do to the Lord.  For the husband is the
head of the wife as Christ is the head of the church, his body, of which he is the Savior. Now as
the church submits to Christ, so also wives should submit to their husbands in everything.

  

Husbands, love your wives, just as Christ loved the church and gave himself up for her  to make
her holy, cleansing her by the washing with water through the word, and to present her to
himself as a radiant church, without stain or wrinkle or any other blemish, but holy and
blameless.  In this same way, husbands ought to love their wives as their own bodies. He who
loves his wife loves himself. After all, no one ever hated their own body, but they feed and care
for their body, just as Christ does the church— for we are members of his body. “For this reason
a man will leave his father and mother and be united to his wife, and the two will become one

flesh.” This is a profound mystery—but I am talking about Christ and the church.  However,
each one of you also must love his wife as he loves himself, and the wife must respect her
husband.

  

  

Colossians 3:18-19

  

Wives, submit yourselves to your husbands, as is fitting in the Lord. Husbands love your wives
and do not be harsh with them.

  

  

1 Corinthians 13:4-7

  

Love is patient, love is kind. It does not envy, it does not boast, it is not proud.  It does not
dishonor others, it is not self-seeking, it is not easily angered, it keeps no record of wrongs.
Love does not delight in evil but rejoices with the truth. It always protects, always trusts, always
hopes, always perseveres

  

  

Hebrews 13:4

  

Marriage should be honored by all, and the marriage bed kept pure, for God will judge the
adulterer and all the sexually immoral.
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Malachi 2:13-15

  

Another thing you do: You flood the Lord’s altar with tears. You weep and wail because he no
longer looks with favor on your offerings or accepts them with pleasure from your hands. You
ask, “Why?” It is because the LORD is the witness between you and the wife of your youth. You
have been unfaithful to her, though she is your partner, the wife of your marriage covenant. Has
not the one God made you? You belong to him in body and spirit. And what does the one God
seek? Godly offspring. So be on your guard, and do not be unfaithful to the wife of your youth.

  

  

  

1 Corinthians 7: 1-16

  

Now for the matters you wrote about: “It is good for a man not to have sexual relations with a
woman.” But since sexual immorality is occurring, each man should have sexual relations with
his own wife, and each woman with her own husband. The husband should fulfill his marital
duty to his wife, and likewise the wife to her husband. The wife does not have authority over her
own body but yields it to her husband. In the same way, the husband does not have authority
over his own body but yields it to his wife. Do not deprive each other except perhaps by mutual
consent and for a time, so that you may devote yourselves to prayer. Then come together again
so that Satan will not tempt you because of your lack of self-control. I say this as a concession,
not as a command. I wish that all of you were as I am. But each of you has your own gift from
God; one has this gift, another has that.

  

Now to the unmarried and the widows I say: It is good for them to stay unmarried, as I do.  But if
they cannot control themselves, they should marry, for it is better to marry than to burn with
passion.
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To the married I give this command (not I, but the Lord): A wife must not separate from her
husband. But if she does, she must remain unmarried or else be reconciled to her husband.
And a husband must not divorce his wife.

  

To the rest I say this (I, not the Lord): If any brother has a wife who is not a believer and she is
willing to live with him, he must not divorce her. And if a woman has a husband who is not a
believer and he is willing to live with her, she must not divorce him.  For the unbelieving
husband has been sanctified through his wife, and the unbelieving wife has been sanctified
through her believing husband. Otherwise your children would be unclean, but as it is, they are
holy.

  

But if the unbeliever leaves, let it be so. The brother or the sister is not bound in such
circumstances; God has called us to live in peace. How do you know, wife, whether you will
save your husband? Or, how do you know, husband, whether you will save your wife?

  

  

Malachi 2:16

  

"I hate divorce," says the LORD God of Israel, "and I hate a man's covering himself with
violence as well as with his garment," says the LORD Almighty. So guard yourself in your spirit,
and do not break faith.

  

Matthew 5:31-32

  

“It has been said, ‘Anyone who divorces his wife must give her a certificate of divorce.’ But I tell
you that anyone who divorces his wife, except for sexual immorality, makes her the victim of
adultery, and anyone who marries a divorced woman commits adultery.
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Mark 10:2-9

  

Some Pharisees came and tested him by asking, “Is it lawful for a man to divorce his wife?”
“What did Moses command you?” he replied.  They said, “Moses permitted a man to write a
certificate of divorce and send her away.”  “It was because your hearts were hard that Moses
wrote you this law,” Jesus replied. “But at the beginning of creation God ‘made them male and
female.’ ‘For this reason a man will leave his father and mother and be united to his wife, and
the two will become one flesh.’ So they are no longer two, but one flesh. Therefore what God
has joined together, let no one separate.” When they were in the house again, the disciples
asked Jesus about this.  He answered, “Anyone who divorces his wife and marries another
woman commits adultery against her. And if she divorces her husband and marries another
man, she commits adultery.”

  

Romans 7:2-3

  

For example, by law a married woman is bound to her husband as long as he is alive, but if her
husband dies, she is released from the law that binds her to him.  So then, if she has sexual
relations with another man while her husband is still alive, she is called an adulteress. But if her
husband dies, she is released from that law and is not an adulteress if she marries another
man.

  

Mark 12:18- 27

  

Then the Sadducees, who say there is no resurrection, came to him with a question.  “Teacher,”
they said, “Moses wrote for us that if a man’s brother dies and leaves a wife but no children, the
man must marry the widow and raise up offspring for his brother. Now there were seven
brothers. The first one married and died without leaving any children. The second one married
the widow, but he also died, leaving no child. It was the same with the third. In fact, none of the
seven left any children. Last of all, the woman died too. At the resurrection whose wife will she
be, since the seven were married to her?” Jesus replied, “Are you not in error because you do
not know the Scriptures or the power of God? When the dead rise, they will neither marry nor be
given in marriage; they will be like the angels in heaven.  Now about the dead rising—have you
not read in the Book of Moses, in the account of the burning bush, how God said to him, ‘I am
the God of Abraham, the God of Isaac, and the God of Jacob’
?  He is not the God of the dead, but of the living. You are badly mistaken!”
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Luke 16:18

  

“Anyone who divorces his wife and marries another woman commits adultery, and the man who
marries a divorced woman commits adultery.

  

Matthew 5:27-28

  

“You have heard that it was said, ‘You shall not commit adultery.’ But I tell you that anyone who
looks at a woman lustfully has already committed adultery with her in his heart.

  

1 Corinthians 7:39 

  

A woman is bound to her husband as long as he lives. But if her husband dies, she is free to
marry anyone she wishes, but he must belong to the Lord.
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
